e Impact (30%): Measurable benefits to the profession, community, or environment.

e Collaboration (20%): Evidence of teamwork and partnership.

¢ Innovation in engagement (20%): Creative approaches to communication, outreach
or professional development.

Award details

e Onlyone Student Engineering Leadership Award will be awarded.

e Where there is more than one nominee in an award-winning entry, each person named as a nominee
will receive a certificate.

e Allfinalists will receive a certificate acknowledging their achievement.

e The nominator and nominee/s accept that the judges’ decisions are final and that no correspondence
will be entered into.
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Eligibility
e Opentoindividuals or teams enrolled in an Engineering New Zealand-accredited qualification between

November 2023 and November 2025.

e Contributions, leadership and impact to which an entry substantially relates must have occurred while
enrolled and studying.

e When entries close, nominees:
o must be a Student Member of Engineering New Zealand if they are currently studying, or

o acurrent member of Engineering New Zealand, if their study is complete and their entry relates
to their time as a student (ie a recent graduate).

e Entries mustinclude the details of an academic sponsor (eg a dean, programme director or equivalent,
or a student association leader) with a short supporting statement.
