These videos would be shared with our members across our various platforms. We are aiming to film these in
May in our Wellington offices.

The second event is a hybrid ‘Town-hall’ event focused on infrastructure and development — where we would
have a panel of representatives from each party discussing topics that are of key importance to the profession.
Our intention is to run this event in early August in Wellington, with audiences able to attend in person and
online.
