e Asustainable pipeline of skilled workers to deliver the infrastructure New Zealand needs.

Attached is a high-level summary on the priorities and actions we believe would make a difference in
achieving results for all New Zealanders.

We would welcome a meeting with you in the coming months to discuss these challenges, potential
solutions and how we can support you.

In addition to this, we are planning two engagement opportunities to support our members to better
understand the key priorities of political parties and how these will impact the engineering profession.

These video chats are an opportunity to discuss your priorities and plans, particularly in areas affecting
engineers. These videos would be shared with our members across our various platforms. We are aiming
to film these in May in our Wellington offices.

The second event is a hybrid ‘Town-hall’ event focused on infrastructure and development — where we
would have a panel of representatives from each party discussing topics that are of key importance to the
profession. Our intention is to run this event in early August in Wellington, with audiences able to attend in
person and online.
